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The number one thing we can do to get better grades is to increase the time we spend doing class – it is called “Time on Task”.  The more time we spend actively involved in class work, the easier and better we learn.





In order to help you keep track of how you are doing in class, you now have a STAR card…a card with STARS punched out to remind you of what you need to work on so that you are more actively participating as partners in you learning.





Students are given STARS for three major areas:





( Being Off Task - Not being a part of the learning activity because of talking, doing something other than what is expected, missing instruction, or simply goofing off.


( Unprepared for Class - Failure to bring materials necessary for successful learning like, pen or pencil, Agenda, notebook, handouts, or simply a poor attitude, a bad learning posture or refusal to cooperate.


( Other - At the discretion of the teacher, for “Other” things that get in the way of your success in learning today’s lessons. Some examples are: late for class, having to repeat directions, failure to follow directions, and distracting behaviors.
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
